EASY FAIR ISLE HAT
Designed By Paige Waffle



Size:

Approximately 17.5” around; 8” in length
Yarn:
1 skein each of Simply Shetland Silk Lambswool in Ardvreck #034 (D) and Kildrummy #019 (C) and 1 skein each of Rowan Wool Cotton in Cream #SH900 (A) and Brown #SH956 (B)

Needles:
1 US 2 16” circular needles


1 US 3 16” circular needles


1 set of 5 US 3 double-pointed needles

Gauge:
28 sts and 28 rnds = 4” over stockinette stitch (7 sts=1” and 7 rnds=1”)

 Directions:

· With Color A and size US 2 16” circular needles, cast on 148 sts. Join round and place marker to mark beginning of round.

· With colors A, C, and D, work 2 x 2 corrugated rib according to Chart A rib pattern.
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· Switch to US 3 16” circular needles, begin working Chart B hat body pattern, at the same time, increase 2 sts at the beginning and end of round 1. [150 sts]
· Work 39 rounds of Chart B, changing colors using the Fair Isle technique where indicated on chart.

Begin Crown Shaping (decreasing):

Continue to follow Chart B, changing colors where indicated:
· Round 40: With Color A, *K7, K2TOG, rep from * to last 6 sts; K6. [132 sts]

· Round 41: Knit even in pattern.
· Round 42: *K6, K2TOG; rep from *  to last 3 sts, K2TOG, K1. [118 sts]
· Round 43: Knit even in pattern.

· Round 44: *K2TOG, K2; rep from * to last 2 sts, K2TOG. [87 sts]

· Round 45: Knit even in pattern.

· Round 46: *K2, K2TOG; rel from * to last 3 sts, K1, K2TOG. [65 sts]

· Round 47: Knit even in pattern.

· Round 48: *K2, K2TOG; rep from * to last 1 st, K1. [49 sts]
· Round 49: Knit even in pattern.

Switch to  double-pointed needles:

· Round 50: *K1, K2TOG; rep from * to last 3 sts, K2TOG, K1. [32 sts – 8 sts per needles]

· Round 51: Knit even in pattern (beg with color A).

· Round 52: *K1, K2TOG; rep from * to last 2 sts, K2TOG. [21 sts]

· Round 53: Knit even in pattern.

· Round 54: *K2TOG; rep from * to last 3 sts, K3TOG. [10 sts]

· Round 55: Knit even in pattern.

Finishing:

· Break off yarn,leaving a six-inch tail, and thread remaining 10 sts through a yarn needle. Pull and secure.

· Weave in all loose ends.

· Block if necessary.
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
