Check out Cherry Tree Hills Froth , a loopy mohair that is
perfect to knit alone. Do you love the furry look of felting? We
carry Lamb's Pride in both worsted and bulky weights. This yarn is a wool/mohair
blend that felts and provides a great price point. We also stock Fuego , a rare 100%
Mohair yarn that felts (most Mohair contains about 5% nylon, which prevents felting,
so read labels carefully!). Want a cozy bulky look? Rowan's Kid Classic is a great
choice. Whether you want to make a shell, cardigan, pullover or the trendy must -
have Poncho (see the free pattern below), consider Mohair. You will create a stunning
garment or accessory.

Free Pattern: Janet's Shawl to Poncho

Oh wow. Did we ever think that the fashion icon of
the 70s, the Poncho, would return to the fashion
forefront? Well, no. But it has. And with a
vengeance! Virtually every designer has created
patterns for this must -have cover up. We have
stocked patterns in every gauge/texture/style. But
do you want to know the secret of the Poncho's
popularity? It is really just a BIG SCARF (or two)
folded over and seamed down!

One of our customers, Janet Hospital, set out to
make a Feather and Fan shawl and decided to turn it
into a poncho! Her pattern is fantastic, and she was
kind enough to let us print it for everyone!

Materials:

I 800 Yards of heavy worsted/chunky weight yarn.
Think mohair, ribbons, and texture.

I Size 11 or 13 needles

Gauge: 11 Stitches/20 Rows = 4 Inches
Dimensions: Poncho is comprised of one long rectangle measuring 18" wide by 54 "
long. Adjust to your requirements.

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Cast on 74 stitches.

Row 1 (RS): Knit

Row 2: K1, Purl 72, K1

Row 3: K1, *K2tog 3 times, (YO, K1) 6 times, K2tog 3 times, *repeat from * to *
three more times, K1

Row 4: Knit

Repeat this sequence until the dimensions equal above.

Fold rectangle over and seam. You can wear the
poncho two ways - a V shape or more draped across
the arms, simply by turning the seam sideways!

Absolute  Beginners : No previous experience or knowledge of knitting required. In
two two - hour sessions we will learn the cast-on, knit and purl stitch, bind off,
decrease and increase. Students will create a watchcap by the end of the second
class.

Knitting  Safari: Intemediate . Advance to the next step by knitting with a guide.
We will focus on techniques that elevate your skills as a knitter such as increasing,
decreasing, shaping, following a pattern, and completing advanced stitch work. Each
student will select a project (sweater, shell, afghan, poncho, etc) and work on it in a
group setting. The instructor will provide tips, techniques, and strategies for
successful completion. If you need help selecting a project, we will do so prior to the
first class. By the end of four weeks, you will be able to read patterns like a pro and
work on more advanced project each time! Students should know how to knit, purl,
cast on and bind off prior to the first class.

Socks : Ever wondered why sock knitting is so popular? Socks are fun, useful, and
very portable projects! Learn the basics of knitting socks: knitting on double pointed
needles, turning a heel, and weaving stitches at the toe using the Kitchener stitch!
You will complete a mini -sock in the class. Must know how to cast on, knit, decrease,
and pick up stitches.

Socks on 2 Circular Needles : Avoiding sock knitting because of those pesky double
pointed needles? Join Marietta as she teaches you to make socks using two circular
needles.

Cast On Methods : Different projects call for different cast on methods. Join Kathy
Cea as she teaches you several ways to cast on including: long tail, crochet, cable,
and our personal favorite Twisted German!

Fearless Felting : If you have never participated in felted knitting, now is your
chance! Felting in a process in which you knit very loosely using 100% real wool and
then toss the project into a washing machine with very hot water and maximum
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agitation. The result? A fabulous "boiled wool" or felted project. We will be making a
French Market Bag, and we will demonstrate the felting process at the instructor's
house.

Monday Methods : In response to our many customers who asked for more
technique time, we are pleased to introduce "Monday Methods." Each Monday
beginning August 30 we will spend an hour teaching a new method, then we will give
you an appropriate pattern that uses it. Each class will be $15 but you can receive a
discount if you sign on for multiple classes. Got a technique you want to learn?
Suggest it. If we use it, you get a free class!

Knitting in the Round : Learn to knit on circular needles without the
need for seams. Pattern: Hat

Short Rows : Knitting and turning your work for edging or decreasing.
Pattern: Scarf

Using DP Needles : Don't fear DP needles anymore! Learn to work on 3
needles. Pattern: Hat

Cables/Bobbles . Learn to make twisted stitches and "popcorn" effects
on your work. Pattern; Pillow

Adding Color : to make stripes? Or work two colors in a row? Pattern:
Scarf

Inc/Dec : stress the INTENTIONAL increase/decrease! Pattern: Shell

Making Gauge : Have something be the size it is actually supposed to
be! Pattern: Hat

Pick Up and Knit : Learn to pick up and knit stitches once they are
complete. Pattern: Bag

Knitting  for Baby : We will learn to make a simple baby blanket and pair of booties.
Basic knitting skills required (cast on, knit, purl, bind off). Perfect for moms or dads
to be!

Christmas  Stocking : Last year we discovered the most beautiful and sophisticated
stocking pattern made from Manos yarn. Create a truly special gift while learning to
knit in the round and create basic Fair Isle design. Basic knitting skills required.

Aran Knitting : Yearning to make those gorgeous stitch patterns found on Fisherman
sweaters? We will create four squares using cables, bobbles, and intricate stitch work.
You can sew these together to make a beautiful pillow! Basic knitting skills required.

Weekend Poncho : Ponchos are all the rage! And they are far easier to knit than you
may think. We will make a poncho suitable for the cold weather in this class.

Something  Borrowed : Is there a designer inside you yearning to get out? Join Lisa
Twomey in incorporating edgings and pattern stitches to create your own original
sweater design.

Our very own Marietta submitted this issue's tip! Although she is ineligible for the gift
certificate, we will make sure she is duly rewarded for this fabulous tip which we
swear by when knitting in the round. If you are working with a large number of
stitches and/or very small needles, knit the first few rows without joining. It will
make it that much easier to join without twisting when you have an inch of work
facing the same way. Join at that time, and sew a very short seam when finished!
